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1. Introduction

DARAY’s X740 is a state-of-the art, cost-effective examination light for use during
medical or veterinary consultation and diagnosis. The light uses the latest LED
technology to give an intense light at the ideal colour temperature for accurate
medical diagnosis (without the need for secondary filtering) with virtually no heat.
Multiple mounting options are available.

The X740 features a high-output intensity and variable colour temperature, which is
variable via a touch panel on the side of the light head. The light operates from a
safe low voltage produced by a mains transformer, and has a swivelling, spring-
balanced arm system and a rotating head to allow accurate and stable positioning of
the light-patch.

The light comprises 4 parts: light-head and rigid arm system, power-supply module
(plug-top or integrated into mounting box - dependent on version), and the mount of
choice. The rigid spring-balanced arm allows the light-patch to be placed accurately
and stably where it is needed.

All versions are delivered in special-to-type packaging which identifies on the ends of
the box the model type and serial number of the light within.

This user & installation guide contains all the information you need for installation,
operation and maintenance.

3.1Range of Motion

The full range of motion between the X740 Range varies.
This is an image depicting the range of motion on a standard wall mount fitting.

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3.2 Powering O& Variable Intensity

The X740 uses a control panel on the side of the light-head to power the light on and
off, and to adjust the brightness (intensity), and colour temperature.

Press the power button to power ON or OFF.

Press and hold the plus or minus buttons to adjust the int ensity. It takes
approximately 5 seconds to switch between the highest and lowest
settings. Release the button when at a comfortable setting for the user.

You can also press the plus and minus buttons to fine tune the intensity.

Repeat the above steps to adjust the colour temperature.

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3.3 Adjusting the Light Head

The X740 head is secured using an adjustment knob on the side of the arm, near the
head. This also controls the forward and backward motion of the head itself.

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4.1.1 Considerations

Wall Construction Before fixing it is important to consider the strength of
the wall and the depth of the fixings used.

Use of a building engineer or structural drawings may be
required to decide on suitability.

It may be necessary to adjust this height, if there are
specific medical procedures the light will be use  d for. If
in doubt consult the end user or DARAY. When installing
the bracket take consideration of where you want the
light head to sit when in its lowest position.

Use of incompatible cleaning chemicals can adversely affect the finish and physically
damage the metal and plastic parts of the DARAY product, invalidating its warranty.

Please ensure these instructions are passed to the persons responsible for cleaning and they are
followed before each use.

Manufacturers recommended cleaning method:
1. Turn off the power to the light, and where possible, unplug the mains socket.
2. Remove noticeable contamination. Pay special attention to the light head and handle.
3. Ensure the equipment is surface-cleaned and disinfected using an appropriate, non-
abrasive cleaning agent (see recommended list below).
4. Dry all surfaces thoroughly with a clean cloth and check for damaged surfaces,
discolouration and/or contamination.

NOTE: Some DARAY products feature our BioProtect® antimicrobial coating on painted finishes.

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5.4 HeadAdjustment

The head of the X740 light has a 180 degree forward and backward motion; this is
adjusted secured by the thumb screw at the bottom of the light head. The head has
a total turning capability of 320 degrees, attempting to push further may cause
damage to the movement and internal wiring of the light.

5.5 Detaching Parts

De-construction of the lights should be done following a reverse order of the
instructions in section 4.

The X740 is a completely enclosed light and arm it should not be opened
and is not serviceable outside of a DARAY Authorised service centre.

For any issues requiring service work on the X740 please contact DARAY, as
unauthorised work will invalidate the warranty
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5.6 Rigid Arm Adjustments

The X740 light is mounted on spring-tensioned rigid arms which are balanced
specifically to be able to be moved using a single finger touch. Your light will have
been balanced during manufacture, so there should be no need for you to make any
adjustments out of the box.

Over time, you may experience a small amount of drift. This is where the arm
appears to move by itself and does not settle in the required position. This can be
rectified by adjusting the spring tension on the arm.

Next to the light head, on the left side of the arm systems, you will find an
adjustment knob. Turn the knob clockwise in small increments until the arm achieves
balance.

Warning! These arms are under spring tension, as such do not try and
adjust the internal mechanics of the arms.

incurred processing the goods. Your statutory rights are not affected.
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7.2 Warranty Details

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF WARRANTY

1. To qualify for this warranty you must register on www.daray.co.uk or return to Daray Ltd (Daray) the duly
completed warranty-registration form accompanying the product.

2. Daray warrants this product (excluding lamp) against faulty material and workmanship during the period of
the warranty. The period of warranty is the period stated on your warranty card and commences on the date
of purchase of the product. In the event that the product is not in good working order Daray will provide,
during the warranty period, a free repair service within the United Kingdom. The warranty is subject to
proof of purchase being provided; therefore, you should retain your original receipt.

2.1 The repair service consists of the provision of spare parts and/or replacement products (at Daray’s
discretion) which will be provided on an exchange basis and will either be new, equivalent to new or
reconditioned. All replaced spare parts and products shall become the property of Daray.

2.2 Daray’s only obligation under this warranty is the provision of the service as set out above.

2.3 All products are returned to Daray at the customer’s cost and risk. Products to be returned should be
adequately packed.

3. Daray’s arrangements for providing service provided under this warranty may include the use of sub-
contractors.

4. This warranty does not cover damage or defects in the Product caused by or resulting from:

1 Wilful neglect or negligence by anyone other than Daray;
1 Improper use, storage or handling of the product;
1 Use of non-Daray approved parts (such as replacement lamps) not compatible with the Product;
1 Fire, accident or disaster;
1 Use of non-Daray modifications other than in accordance with Daray’s instructions;

Attachment of fittings and accessories not approved by Daray;

Repairs, modifications carried out by service personnel not approved by Daray;
9 Damage caused by chemical corrosion from cleaning agents not approved by Daray.
9 Failure to use or install the product in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.

5. Nothing in this warranty shall have the effect of restricting or excluding the liability of Daray in respect of:
a) Death and personal injury caused by the negligence of Daray, or for fraud;
b) Under the Consumer Protection Act 1987 to a person who has suffered damage caused by a defective
product or to a dependant or relative of such a person;

c) Direct damage to your property caused by the proven negligence of Daray.

6. This agreement does not give any rights other than those expressly set out above and in particular, Daray will not
be responsible for any loss of income, profits or contracts or any direct or indirect consequential loss, damage
caused to or suffered by the purchaser as a direct result of this agreement.

7. This warranty is offered (subject to these terms and conditions) in addition to, and does not affect your
statutory rights.

8. Daray may disclose your details and other personal information to companies within the Daray group including
any subsidiary company or sub-contractor of Daray for the purposes of performing our obligations hereunder.

9. You must not resell outside the UK any products supplied by Daray and covered by the Export of Goods
(Control) Order 1992 (or any law that replaces it) without obtaining all necessary licences. You also agree
not to sell the product in the UK if you know or think that the person buying the product intends to export
it without getting the necessary licences. You agree to impose similar conditions to these on anyone you sell
the product to.

10. These conditions shall in all respect be governed and construed in accordance with English law and the

exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.
